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The beautiful Southern Flinders Ranges is a 
new wine region whose skilled vignerons are 
producing premium quality grapes for their own 
labels and for the wineries of the neighbouring 
Barossa Valley and Clare Valley. The region is 
located to the east of Spencer Gulf and the main 
township of Port Pirie stretching to the northern 
boundaries of the Clare Valley region with which 
it shares many geological factors.

The region’s elevation ranges between 20 
metres on the coast to 718 metres near Mount 
Remarkable. Most vineyards lie on the slopes of 
the ranges between 350 and 500 metres. Despite 
its northerly situation, the climate of the region 
can be described as warm and dry, rather than 
hot, being assisted in its relative mildness by

its elevation and the maritime influence of the 
Spencer Gulf and the southerly winds from the 
Gulf of St Vincent. The majority of the region 
receives rainfall of 450 to 650mm per annum.     

Wine producers of the region are predominately 
small family owned boutique businesses 
complimenting the traditional primary production 
activities in the region which include broad-acre 
farming of wheat and barley and production of 
prime lamb and wool.  

Southern Flinders Ranges produces a wide range 
of grape varieties, however, its strength lies in red 
grape production with three main varieties being 
produced, Cabernet Sauvignon, Merlot and 
Shiraz.
